Dear Parents and Students,

To better prepare your child for second grade, the following summer requirements are listed below:  
· Math: 
· Attached is a letter explaining the XtraMath web-based program.  The students will be monitored over the summer to check their progress.  They will need to spend at least one hour per week on the XtraMath program.  Your child must memorize all the facts through 12.  
· In the back of your child’s math homework book, there is a section entitled, “Getting ready for 2nd grade”.  This math practice will give you a good idea as to what skills they will learn in 2nd grade.  
· Reading/Writing: 
· There are two book reports to complete.   They will count as a grade for the first quarter of school.  If your child turns it in during the first week of school they will receive extra credit as well!  

· Your child should read a minimum of 20 minutes each day.  Please use the reading log to keep track of the books your child reads.  
· Scholastic suggests that, “students who read at least four books over the summer are less likely to experience ‘summer slide,’ the decrease in reading skills teachers notice at the beginning of the new school year.”  Check out their website www.scholastic.com/summer for more information on the Scholastic Summer Challenge for reading.
